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Easter and Beyond with Children

Great Feast of Easter is celebrated far longer than the Feast of Christmas. Our faith is

! based in the events of Holy Week, in Jesus’ death and resurrection. So we celebrate God’s
Love for us, the care that the Good Shepherd has for us, and the Good Shepherd who calls
us each by name and who calls us to his table at every Eucharist.

The children continued to celebrate Easter as we met at the Atrium at St. John’s, Troy for our
last Atrium session of the year. We were joined by Mother Judith Malionek who is also a
Catechist of the Catechesis of the Good Shepherd.

We contemplated the events of that early morning when the women went to the tomb of
Jesus to complete the tasks they could not finish the previous Friday. As if being surprised
by an earthquake and lightning were not enough, a huge stone rolled away from the
opening to the tomb and an angel appeared and sat on it! And like other angels who have
come to people before, his first words were “Do not be afraid”. What an opening to the unbelievable news that Jesus
was not here and that he had been raised as he had promised! The women were given a command: “Go and tell the
disciples what you have seen and heard.” even though they were half afraid and half excited with joy. What does this
angelic command mean for us? Whose command is it? Are we afraid and excited? At the same time? Do we have
good news to share about the risen Lord?

Mother Judith led the older children in an exploration of the Prefaces. These special sentences appear near the
beginning of the service of Holy Communion. These sentences are not always the same. What do these sentences
suggest to us? A deeper search found some seasonal references and back to the Liturgical Calendar we went to find
the correlation. There is a Preface for the each season of the church year and some for special occasions and some
for those ordinary Sundays too.

The oldest children had a new responsibility that day for the end of our session: to plan our prayer service, start to
finish. There was a checklist so nothing was forgotten, songs and scripture readings, thanksgiving and intercessory
prayers and a prayer for us all as we closed our time together. They planned the service and led it; and everyone had
a part.

And what day marks the end our Easter season? Hint—the ™~ - \ Nelale'7 17
color is red. And red is for Pentecost! The day after our last S 5
session, the children were in church for the Feast of
Pentecost, the coming of the Holy Spirit to the disciples and
the beginning of the spread of the Gospel to the whole
world—the command to go and tell, even if you are half : ‘
afraid and half joyful. 1

Crop Walk

This year for the first time ever, St. Paul's hosted the 44th annual
John U. Miller CROP Hunger Walk. It was a rainy day; nevertheless, there were
about 120 walkers, who, guided by St. Paul's volunteers, registered, found the
bathrooms, then went to the sanctuary for a rally with singing by the

Delmariners. We were then addressed by chairperson Kitt Jackson, and blessed
by Father John Scott. Once outside at 1:30 pm, there was a bagpiper to lead us
lout on either the golden mile, or an approximately 2-mile main course. Walkers

from St. Paul's included Stacie
Halloran and myself, Bill Harrison,
and the Dalton family. We are still
waiting to learn the total amount
that was raised, but as of 5/19, Kitt Jackson said the walk had
raised over $90,000. 25% of this amount stays in the local
community and 75% goes to fight hunger worldwide. Thanks
to all who helped make this event a success!

Loaves and Fishes

Loaves and Fishes volunteers did all they could to make Mother's Day weekend a special experience.
330 meals were served consisting of either Sausage, Tomato and Parmesan Sauce Pasta or Chicken Alfredo
Sauce Pasta, with a Caesar Salad and homemade blueberry muffins made by St. Paul's own Duncan Calhoun.
Treat bags were also given with candy, lip balm, bookmarks, baby food products and personal hygiene
products. Russ Gibson introduced a new system wherein each family received a number and then lined up
for their turn. This method was very well received and seemed to eliminate some of the pushing, shoving
and frustrations which have been evident in the past. As always, it was a privilege to be able to help God's
people in need.
