CONCERNING THE PROGRAT.I

The twenty-one year old Handel lefi the comforts of Hamburg in 1706 and embarked on a trand tour of ltaly takint
him to Florence, Venice, then Rome. Along the way, the young and impressionable H:indel quickly assimilated many of
the prevalent musical ostes and idioms of his day-namely the ltalian style. Durint his stay in Rome, he wrote his first
oratorios, secular cantatas and settings of latin texts filled with a fervor and passion bearint witness to lhe influence of
Scarlatti and Corelli whom he had just mer Hendel received the patronate of many prominent individuals that included
dukes, princes [Marquis Francesco Ruspoli] and clerics lmost notably cardinals Benedetto Pamphili, Pietro Ottoboni
and Carlo Colonnal. The young'Sossone'would invest his artistry and creativity into this new environmeng seemingly
putting aside his provincial Lutheran roots.

Durint this fruitful period, Hiindel composed his first two oratorios, ,, trionfo del Tempo e del Disingonro and lo Resur-
rezione, in addition to his first ltalian opera Rodrigo. Additionally, he composed $e lhree most ambitious ofthe Latin
church works, Dixit Dominus, loudote pueri and Nisi Dominus. Handel's ltalian sojourn was paramounr with ltaly being
the home of opera, oralorio, cantata and also ofthe principal instrumental forms lconcerto and sonata]. Hendel met
all ofthe leading composers of his da),: Alessandro and Domenico Scarlatti, Antonio Caldara, Arcangelo Corelli,
Bernardo Pasquini, Antonio Lotti, Antonio Vivaldiand Tornaso Albinoni. Hendelwould carry these influences
throughout his compositional career shapint him to be one of the greatest composers of the I 8s century.

The BACH COLLEGIUM SAN DIEGO was founded in 2003 by Ruben Valenzuela to enrich the music community
of San DieSo by presenting historically informed performancB of the music ofthe Renaissance. Baroque, and in par-
licula|. the vocal works ofJ.S. Bach. lts members have lontstandint experience with such ensembles as the Musica
Angelica Baroque Orchestra, American Bach Soloists, Philharmonia Baroque, Portland Baroque Orchestra, Festival
Ensemble Stuttgart, Yale Schola Cantorum, Los Angeles Master Chorale and the Academy ofAncient Music. The Bach
Collegium San Dieto is fast establishing itself as one of the west coast's up and coming early music ensembles to watch.

The Each Collegium San Diego maintains an aftistic partnership with celebrdled conductor and keyboardist Richard
Egarr of the Academy of Ancient Music. To close their 2008-2009 season the Bach Collegium San Dieto gave two
highly acclaimed performances of Handel's rarely heard oratorio fh€odoro under the direction of Richard Egarr.
The ensemble also maintains a local artistic paftnership with.,unt-Ho Pak and Orchestra Nova.



RUBEN VALENZUELA is the Founder & /Vusic Drector ofthe Bach Collegium San
Diego. Under his direction, the ensemble made its debut in 2003 with landmark period
inslrument per{ormances of Bach's 5t John Possion in collaboration with rhe Musica Antelica
Baroque Orchestra. He ha5 led the gach Colletium San Diego in yaried and diverse pro-
trams encompassint the music oflhe Renaissance, early and high Baroque, through German
motets of the l9th century. In 2008, he led the firs! San Diego period instrument perform-
ance of Bach's B miror /14oss to hEh acclaim. As such, he has been influential in brinting his-
torically informed p€rforrmnces of lTth and lSth century music to the San Diego music
communily. In 2008, he led members ofthe Bach Colletium San Dieto on their second
international tour to th e XVI ''-siivol lntemodonol del Orgono Bofioco lllexico Ciry] including a
performance in Mexico City Cathedral. This cominS November, he will once again return to

this festival with scheduled performances in Zamora, Michoacin and Mexico City. His early music credits include
collaborations with the Los Angeles Baroque Orchestra, Musica Antelica Baroque Orchestra, working with many of
this country's leading early music specialists and most recently workinS with Richard ESarr ofthe Academy ofAncient
Music, UK on Handel's Theodoro. Other recent entatements include tuest conducting the San Diego Chamber
Orchestra [Orchestra Nova] in their 2009 performances o{ Haydn's Creotion. From 1998 to 2001, he took up music
research at CENfDIM [Centlo Nocionol de lnvesagoci6n, Documentoci6n e lnformoci6n Musicol, Corlos Choyez] with a focus
on the tenesis and transmission of the libro gue .ontiene onze potldos del M. Dn. Joseph de Toffes culminating in a series
of lectures and an afticlein Hetercfonio. Currently, he is involved in preliminary research for a doctoral dissertation in
the field of Novo-hisDanic music.

In addition to his duties with the Bach Collegium San Diego, Mr. Valenzuela is also the Director of Music & Ortanist of
St. Peter's Episcopal Church Del Mar, and is pursuing a Ph.D. in Musicology at Claremont Graduate University. He is in
demand as a conductor, ortanist, harpsichordist, musicolotist, and continuo player, and is highly regarded for perform-
ances that combine scholarship and an inspired musicianship.

PIERRE JOUBERT [Associote Directo4 studied music at the Birmintham Conseryatoire and graduated with an
AB.S.|4. Diploma on the violin. He was also awarded the Head ofSchools Prize lor his work in the lleld of chamber
music. Upon graduatint, he ioined the BBC Midland Radio Orchestra and from 1982 ro 1992 held the position of
Assistant Concertmaster of the English Strint Orchestra. During his time with the E.S.O. he played in concerrs in the
U.K., Europe, and in 1989 a major tour of the U.S.A. conducted by Sir Yehudi lYenuhin. An inreres! in Baroque music
led to the study of the Baroque violin and in | 988 he joined the Academy of Ancient Music directed by C hrisropher
Hotwood. As a retular member of the A.A.M. he has tiven concerts in all ofthe main concert halls of Europe, Japan,
South America and the U.S.d and worked with Christopher Hogwood, Roberr Levin, Andrew Manze, and Richard
Egarr. He has played on a larte number of commercial recordings for Decca Records and Harmonia Mundi, including
concertos and orchestral work by Bach, Handel and Vivaldi, Symphonies by Haydn and Beethoven, concertos by
MozaG and operas by Handel, Ha)adn and Mozart. ln 1994, he joined the Orchestra ofrhe Age of Enlightenment
under the direcion of principal conductors Sir Simon Rattle and Franz Bruggen. He has played with the orchestra in all
the maior cities of Europe along with reSular appearances at the Lincoln Center. Highlithts have included a residency at
the Salzburg Festival with Sir Simon Rattle, a U.S. tour with Cecilia Baftoli includint Carnegie Hall, and concens, radio
and T.V. broadcasts with Franz Bruggen, Gustav Leonhardt, William Christie, and Sir Charles Mackerras.

Since moving to San Dieto, he has lectured in music history at the Universiry ofcalifornia San Dieto, retularly
concertizes with the Musica Angelica Baroque Orchestra, and collaborates with Ruben Valenzuela as rhe orchestra
leader ofthe Bach Colle€ium San Die8o. Future plans include appearances with Bach Collegium San Dieto and tours to
Europe and the U.S. with the Aedemy ofAncient Music.



ANNE.MARIE DICCE lsopronoj has performed as a
soloist throuthout North America and Europe, recently as
Gabriel/Eve in Haydn's Creation with Orcheslra Nova and
in Mexico City with the Bach Collegium San Diego. A
frequent performer of early music, she is equally at home
interprerinS contemporary music, and enioys premiering
works written by her colleatues. Anne-Marie has
performed in a variety of festivals and ensembles includint
the Bachtollegium San Dieto, Festival Ensemble StunEart,
Festival Internacional del Organo Barroco (Mexico City),
IRCAM Festival in Paris, Los Angeles Philharmonic Gre€n
Umb.ella Series and the Lajolla Symphony Chorus. She is
the soprano soloist at St. James-by-tie-Sea Episcopal
Church in La lolla" CA Anne-Marie has worked with such
renowned conductors as Richard Egarr, Helmuth Rilling,
Steven Schick Paul Salamunovich, Junt-Ho Pak Mary
Breden, David Chase and Maria Guinand. Anne.Marie
frequently collaborates on Baroque repertoire with Ruben
Valenzuela, llusic Director ofthe Bach Colletium San
Dieto, conducror and keyboardist. She is teatured on an
upcominS recording of music by Roger Reynolds and
recently released a CD on the Tzadik labelwith works by
Derek Keller. Anne-Marie recently received her Doctor
of Musical Arts degree from the University of California,
San Dieto. Prior to earning D.M.A. and Masie6 degrees
from UCSD, Anne-Marie received her BA. from Loyola
Marymount University, where she worked closely with
Dr. Breden and the LMU Choruses protram.

SUZANNE ANDERSON lsoprono] has performed with
numerous Sroups including the Voices ofAscension, Choir
ofTrinity Wall Street, Guildhall Ope.a Theatre, Opera
Festival of NewJersey, cuildhall Baroque Orchestra, New
York Continuo Collective, Millennium Consor. ano rne
Santa Fe Desert Chorale. Recent performances include
aPPearances as Ani,mo in Hildegard von Binten's Ordo
yirtumtum and recitals in Budapesg London, Brooklyn, lslip
and Philadelphia. Her teachers and coaches have included
Nina Hinson, Teresa Goble. Emma Kirkby, Stephen
Preston and Christian Curnyn. Winner ofa 2007 Early
lvlusic America Scholarship to study Baroque opera at the
Accademia d'Arnore with Stephen Stubbs, she also holds
detre€s from the Guildhall School of Music and Drama and
Westminster Choir College.

JANELLE DESTEFANO [mezzosoproro] Praised for
her "passionate delivery" and "rich seamless voice,"
Janelle has sung on reSional operatic and orchestral stages
across the United States. As e concert soloist, Janelle has
rendered dramatic performances in woak such as the
Bach /Vlognificot, the Vivaldi /Vognilicot, Handel's l4essioh,
the l'lozart Requiem, the Bach &rninor /Moss and Beetho-
ven's Ninth Synrphony. Recent operatic roles have
included Romeo in / Copubtti e i Montecchi, Mts. Winemiller
in Sumrier ond Smoke and the title role in Britten's Ihe
Rope ofkdero.Janelle has a special interest in Spanish

song and zarzuela, and has performed at the Zarzuela
Festival in Napa, CA as well as with acclaimed early music
ensemble, El Mundo, A winner of several vocal competi-
tions, includint the Metropolitan Opera NationalCouncil
Auditions, San Diego District, the National Association of
Teachers ofSinsin& and the Musical Merit Foundation,
Janelle is currently pursuint a Doctorate of Musical Arts at
the University ofSouthern California Thornton School of
IYusic.

STEPHEN STURK [teno4 expected to become a
teacher of Latin, but soon after his debut as a sinSer under
the balon of Leonard Bernstein at New York's Carnegie
Hall, he turned to a life in music. He is currently the
conductor of Cappella Gloriana, a San Diego-based
professional chorus, with which he has perlormeo more
than 100 concerts, toured Europe twice, and released
three CD re€ordints. Also an internationally recotnized
comDoser of church music. Sturk has been
"composer-in-residence" at St. Paul's Episcopal Cathedral
in San DieSo since 2000. In October 2008 he was awarded
the Fine Arts Medal by his alma mater, North Central
College. Sturk's principal positions in New York City
included Associate Conductor ofthe Choirs at the
Cathedral of St. John the Divine, adjunct faculty memb€r at
Theluilliard School, and conductor ofthe New York
Motet Choir. As a solo singer Sturk specialized in the role
ofThe Evantelist in the Bach Passions. He has also
performed and recorded with the Waverly Consort,
New York Philharmoniq l\ausica Sacra New York's
Ensemble lor Early Music, and Steve Reich and Musicians.
Sturk appears on more than 50 recordin$, mosr notably
on the soundtrack of rhe Disney animated feature Beouty
ond the 8eost. From 1993 to 1997 Sturk served on the fac-
ulty of the University ofSan Dieto as Direcror of the
Choral Scholars Program. From 1998 to 2006 Sturk was
both Executive and Artistic Director of the Pacific Acad-
emy of Ecclesiastical Music (PACEM). He has been a
frequent collaborator with the Bach Collegium San Diego
since its foundint, appearing as soloist' ensemble member,
and guest conductor. Sturk was educated at Nofth Cen-
tral College in Naperville, lllinois (8.A. in Classics), and
received the M.A. in music history and litemture from San
Dieto State University, where his specialty was music of
the California Missions. He earned the Doctor of Musical
Arts degre€ in choral conducting from North Dakota State
University in Fargo.



MICHAEL BLINCO lboritone] completed his vocal studies at Chapman ConservatoD/ of Music in Orante, CA and
has perlormed throuShout southern California. A native ofsan Diego, he has been featured in performances of
Handel's Messiah with the Poway Stake Choir of the Church ofJesus Chris! of latter-Day Saints and with Fi6t United
Methodist Church in Lr Jolla. At Chapman ConservatoD,, Mr. Blinco performed the roles of Simone in Gionni kh'r.chi
and SorcslJ9 ia Db Zoubertlijte, Count Corl Mognus in Chapman's adaptation of Sondheim's A litt e Nigrlt /Vusic titled A
Weekehd in tl€ Counuy, the litle role in Pasatieri's Signor De/!so, as well as beint featured as the baritone soloist with
the University Choir and Chamber Orchestra in their pedormance of Beniamin Britten's Cantata ,A4iseflicordirrm at rhe
ACDA National Convention 2007 in Miami, Florida.
